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Objective:  
To better understand why you are who you are. You will interview a person who has had a significant impact on your life. This may be a parent/guardian, grandparent, Aunt, Uncle, close family friend, pastor, or other elder adult. 

The goal of this project is to help you understand a person who has made you, YOU. The stories and memories they share with you are events that shaped who they became and in turn who you have become. You will also pay attention to how photographs tell stories. Your portraits will tell a story of the special person in your life.

The series of Portraits you take will include:  

1. Formal - emphasizes the person and nothing else/neutral background
2. Candid - captures a person going about everyday life/activities
3. Environmental - uses a subject’s surroundings to help tell that person’s story
Directions:

1.  The first step for this project is to generate interview questions. An example of interview questions is attached to this page. You may use these questions, or create your own. You will ask at least 10 thought provoking questions.

2.  Next you will arrange a time and place for the interview. The interview should be conducted in a quiet, comfortable atmosphere. You want your subject to be relaxed and focused on your conversation. It would be a good idea to let your subject know you plan to take their portrait. Ask your subject if they are comfortable with you photographing them.

3.  Write down your subject’s responses to your questions. It is OK if the conversation turns to stories or memories that are not part of your interview questions. Write these down as well. 
4.  After the interview you will write a two-page double spaced paper. 
The first page will include:

· What you learned about your subject.

· How the events in their life lead them to where they are today?
· Their advice to you on how to live a happy, successful life.

The second page will include:

· A paragraph on each photo and what it says about your subject.
Grading:

The finished artwork is aesthetically pleasing to the eye, demonstrates a good understanding of taking quality photographs (Zoom in, simple background, lighting, etc.) Subject is portrayed in each type of portrait: Formal, Candid, and Environmental. The idea of “Legacy” is obvious and has meaning. This meaning is detailed through the reflection paper. The paper is written using correct grammar, spelling, and punctuation and vividly describes in detail how the finished piece was made, the inspiration for the piece, and personal thoughts about it.

-Quality of photos (lighting, in focus, composition,
